5. REVIEW OF RESOLUTION MADE ON 26/11/19 (MINUTE REF: 9(39/19)) – 	RESTRICTION ON DIRECT DISCUSSIONS WITH DEVELOPERS EXCLUDING 	MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
The Council reviewed the previous resolution which prohibited private discussions with developers that excluded members of the public.
It was proposed by Cllr Copping and seconded by Cllr Mould that this resolution be upheld, ensuring that the Parish Council will not engage in private discussions with developers.
Vote: Two Councillors abstained. Proposition carried.
Following this vote, the Council discussed appropriate procedures for future engagement with developers. It was agreed that:
· Developers wishing to discuss initial planning proposals may be invited to attend a meeting with the Parish Council.
· This meeting will not form part of the Councils regular monthly meetings
· Members of the public will not be excluded from these discussions.
· One timed and controlled format will be adopted to ensure an orderly and fair process, enabling all parties to participate appropriately.
· The Council to adopt a formal planning policy
· All resolutions to be reviewed 
Resolution: Any future meetings with developers will be open to the public, with structured opportunities for public participation in a managed format.
