8. THREE SQUIRRELS GROUNDS MAINTENANCE
	The Council resolved to undertake the grounds maintenance in house for a period of two years, with a review to be conducted at the end of this period.  It was noted that the Grounds Team were consulted and confirmed their willingness to undertake the works in accordance with the maintenance document as proposed by Abel Homes. Proposed by Cllr Denniss seconded by Cllr Mould.  Motion carried. 

9. BRECKLAND LOCAL PLAN
The Council has submitted its initial comments to Breckland Council in relation to the Local Plan review. Breckland Council has confirmed that these comments have been received and reviewed as part of the preliminary assessment process. The next stage will be the formal Regulation 18 consultation, which is expected to take place between the end of September and October; specific dates have not yet been confirmed. In preparation, the Parish Council will host a public consultation event on 6th September to provide residents with the opportunity to review the proposals, ask questions, and share their views, which will in turn be collated into the Parish Councils formal response.

10. S 106 FUNDS
	Council resolved to direct the funds towards the Recreation Ground Trust as there are currently no recreation projects within the Parish that require funding 
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11. SCHOOL LANE WALL
 Members of the Parish Council met with Breckland Council officers to discuss repair options for the wall. The Parish Council suggested that, if rebuilding entirely in flint proved too costly, alternative options could include either brickwork in keeping with the character of the lane or flint facing only. Breckland Council officers advised that there is currently no budget allocated for these repairs and that funding would need to be applied for internally, which could take up to three years. The Parish Council now awaits confirmation from Breckland Council on the chosen repair approach.
