4. PUBLIC FORUM
The Council discussed with residents Breckland Council’s ongoing Regulation 18 consultation, which forms part of the Local Plan Review and includes sites submitted through the recent Call for Sites process. Residents have raised a number of concerns regarding the proposed new housing allocations for Harling. Breckland Council is currently holding a six-week public consultation, running until mid-December, during which residents can comment on the draft proposals. A series of cluster meetings has been arranged to allow residents and Parish Councils to meet directly with Breckland officers.

6. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORTS
	Cllr Nunn reported on the planned unitary council, there is still no decision on the re   organisation of NCC and devolvement of Breckland Council. A Mayor for Norfolk/Suffolk will be announced in 2026.  

	7. PLANNING
	a. Garboldisham Road – Outline planning application for up to 12 dwellings
The Council considered the application and agreed that, if approved, priority should be given to providing smaller starter homes rather than larger executive properties, to support first-time buyers. The Council also emphasised the need for safe pedestrian access due to high traffic levels along Garboldisham Road and requested that the developer retain the private driveways leading from the main road.

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9. TRAFFIC CALMING GATES – KENNINGHALL ROAD
	After careful consideration, the Council resolved to redirect plans for the proposed traffic-calming gates to West Harling Road, where recorded concerns indicate a greater need for traffic management. This follows increased growth in Middle Harling and related concerns raised by residents from both West Harling Road and Middle Harling. A suitable location for the gates will be identified.
	The Council also agreed that, should planning permission be granted for the development on Kenninghall Road, it will seek to require the developer to fund the relocation of the 30mph/national speed limit boundary further out of the village as a gesture of goodwill.
10. PROPOSED GARAGE – THREE SQUIRRELS
	After reviewing the response from Abel Homes and there offer of a garage to be used as a workshop/storage, the Council still have concerns over its construction, security and amenities. Whilst they do officialy accept the offer of said building, they would request that a personal door be installed,  up and over garage door,  and would a diesel tank be able to be installed and could the Council fence in the area to the front for parking. Planning working group to meet and have a further discussion into the wants and needs of the Council.


11. CHRISTMAS LIGHT SWITCH ON
	Light switch on is planned for the 6th December, cost of purchasing a tree is agreed by the Council and is to be located in The Poplars for the switch on then moved to its regular spot on Peppers Corner


12. TERRORISM AND PROTECTION OF PREMISES ACT 2025
	The Council were updated by the Clerk who intimated that this could affect future events in the village.  Cllr Hayward to work with the clerk in formulating a plan of action as and when more information is disseminated from SLCC down
	
13. GRIGSON WOOD
Cllr Nunn has discussed with Officers at Breckland Council, their reply as follows:-
We are in the mid-stages of developing a district-wide policy of dealing with requests such as this, and Grigson’s Wood is one specific example being used to shape that approach.
Whilst not finalised, our ambition is to transfer assets such as Grigson’s Wood at nil value subject to receiving demonstrable evidence of the community benefits of such a transfer: hopefully this should not be onerous, but will meet the legal challenges posed by the LGA 1972 and the General Disposals Consent Order 2003. It is unlikely that there will be a commuted sum available, and likely that Parish legal fees will need to be covered by the Parish Council. We will undertake any tree works we deem necessary prior to any transfer of the land

	a. Mental health training offered through Breckland Council in January
	b. A resident has asked if the council would look at producing a map of the village for visitors.  
	c. The Council have been advised that Tomato energy are in financial difficulties and are working with Ofgem.
